Declaration for Ministers of Word and Sacrament
I, (NAME) in becoming a minister of the Word of God in the Reformed Church in America, within the Classis of Holland,

sincerely and gladly declare before God and with you that I believe the gospel of the grace of God in Jesus Christ as revealed in the Holy Scriptures of the Old and New

Testaments and as expressed in the Standards of the Reformed Church in America.  I accept the Scriptures as the only rule of faith and life. I accept the Standards as

historic and faithful witnesses to the Word of God.

I promise to walk in the Spirit of Christ, in love and fellowship within the church, seeking the things that make for unity, purity, and peace. I will submit myself to the counsel and admonition of the classis, always ready, with gentleness and reverence, to give an account of my understanding of the Christian faith. I will conduct the work of the church in an orderly way and according to the Liturgy and the Book of Church Order.

Trusting in the Lord Jesus Christ for strength, I pledge my life to preach and teach the good news of salvation in Christ, to build up and equip the church for mission in the world, to free the enslaved, to relieve the oppressed, to comfort the afflicted, and to walk humbly with God.

I ask God, and you God’s servants, to help me so to live until that glorious day when, with joy and gratitude, we stand before our great Creator, Redeemer and Lord.
 (This Declaration shall be made orally by the candidate in the presence of the classis

at the time of ordination or installation. The newly ordained or installed minister of

Word and Sacrament shall then sign a book containing the declaration.)
